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Dear Friends in Christ, 

 

 Recently, in òFruit of the Spiritó class (Sundays, 9:45-10:45 in the sanctuary), we were 

talking about how good fruit begins with having good soil.  While plants grow best in good soil, 

someone pointed out, òSo do weeds!ó  I appreciated that comment because for the last few weeks, 

Iõve been tending to the numerous spurge weeds in my yard.  The spurge had sprawled freely to the 

point the grass was overwhelmed and seemingly surrendering.  Jesus may have instructed his 

workers to not pull the weeds (Mt. 13:29), but I was determined to pull each one before it went to 

seedñand I did.  At least, I think I did.  But weeds always make a comeback, donõt they?  Thereõs 

always more to be done.   

  

One morning when it was still pleasant to be outside, I was sitting alongside the sidewalk.  A 

blue truck stopped and the driver (whom I had never met before) let me know he appreciated my 

persistence.  In fact, he told me that he mentioned it in a sermon!  Thatõs right, I had become an 

illustration in another pastorõs sermon!  The circle is complete.  But his point in mentioning it was 

how we need to be diligent and determined in rooting out sin in our life.  Itõs cumbersome and 

continuously needed, but it has to be done.  Especially for the sake of prevention, sooner is always 

better than later. 

 

After all, it doesnõt take much time or effort for weeds to spread.  Even if your lawn is well 

cared for, with one gust of wind, your neighborõs lack of care is now your problem.  And thatõs what 

living in a sinful world is like!  Some sins are more pervasive and difficult to deal with than others.  

Spurge is under control now, but consider crab grassñeach plant produces 150,000 seeds.  How 

unfair!  So what is a Christian to do?   

 

The best defense is a good offense.  Having a healthy yard in the first place crowds out the 

weeds and keeps them from taking root.  That pertains to the Christian life, doesnõt it?  Tending to 

spiritual matters on a regular basisñthe proper feeding, the proper caring of our soulsñis how God 

brings about growth and desired results.  Good soil will grow whatever is planted in it.  God plants 

the proper things and He knows the lay of the land.  So He gives us Word and Sacramentñwhich 

must be something like the spiritual equivalent of òweed and feedó!  Especially as we worship, He 

goes to work in us. 

 

Our yards are like our livesñthey are on display!  They are also works in progress.  There are 

some healthy and strong areas.  There are some areas which need attention now and even some 

areas that may be worse off.  Try spending some time early in the morning with Him.  You may just 

be surprised by the example you set and who notices the 

difference.  And collectively, it is encouraging to see growth in 

others as well as ourselves.  Hereõs to green grass on both sides 

of the fence.
