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Dear Friends in Christ, 
 

I am using this space in the monthly newsletter to focus on the Top Ten values at 

Friendship Celebration.  Number three on the list is òPraise and Worshipó (Acts 2:42, 
Psalm 26:8, Colossians 3:16).  As I write this article, I am in Idaho Falls, visiting my 

parents and remembering all kinds of childhood memories.  One of the things I am 

grateful to my parents is how they taught me to worship.  That wasnõt just a Sunday 
morning thing either.  I remember they gave me a òPsaltyó record (yes, a record!) that I 

listened to over and over again.  Psalty, if you donõt know, was a blue, ever-smiling and 

singing songbook.  In particular, thereõs one song that I can still recall.  It wasnõt just a 
lyric.  Itõs actually a call to worship.   
 

Donõt you know itõs time to praise the Lord, in the sanctuary of His Holy Spirit?  So set 

your mind on Him and let your praise begin and the glory of  the Lord will fill this place. 
 

Since we arrived at Easter with a joyful òPraise the Lordó (Alleluia), this call to worship 

rings especially true.  It was especially meaningful to me to have full services through Holy 
Week and to reconnect with familiar faces after a time of separation.  May this kind of 

rendezvous continue!  One thing we have re-learned in the past few years is that there 

really is no substitute for physical presence.  Weõre meant to be together for a time and 
then we are sent out again to live as Godõs people in the world.   
 

One of the trends that is happening across all churches (even before Covid) is that the 

definition of regular worshipper is changing.  Instead of being there each Sunday, folks 
who attend twice or even once a month are considered regular in attendance.  Thatõs an 

indication of lifeõs pace or obligations, but it also means we are connecting with God and 

each other less often.  The weekly Sabbath rhythm is the pace God sets before us for our 
own good.  Praise and worship actually strengthen us because it is a time we dedicate and 

set aside to receive the benefits of a gracious God who freely gives us all the merits of  

Christ.   
 

I think Psalty asks a good question.  òDonõt you know itõs time to praise the Lord?ó  

David, as the Psalmist had many calls to worship, but one of them is a simple expression, 
òO Lord, I love the habitation of your house and the place where your glory 

dwellsó (Psalm 26:8).  Worship was no chore or obligation to David.  It was a delight and 

sacred passion and so itõs meant to be for us as well.  Godõs people are invited to gather to 
hear the Word and to receive the Sacraments and all the while grow in love for one 

another.  What a call to worship!
